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TWO HAND REEL (Cor Beirte) 
 

(Irish) 
 

Record: Columbia 33514-F "Irish Reels", Celtic 1008, or any 
reel listed for Waves of Tory. 

 
Formation: Dance is done in couples usually arranged in a double 

circle around the room, M is on the inside, W on the 
outside. 

 
Figure     Pattern 
 
 1. Sidestep (8 meas.) 

Holding RH, couples sidestep to M’s L (a seven and 2 
threes) and back (a seven and 2 threes). 

 
 2. Jig and Across (8 meas.) 

M & W both do jig step on RF (l.e. R, in front of L for 
lst hop, R raised for 2nd hop) one "three" in position 
and 2 threes to move across to partner's position.    
(4 meas.)  Repeat but M does jig step on LF this time  
(4 meas.). 

 
 3. Swing (8 meas.) 

Joining both hands crossed shoulder height and move CCW 
around the room while rotating CW using threes, starting 
with RF; first "three" is done in position.  At end of  
last "three", W should be on outside ready to start again.
