1-8 Repeat parts A & B

Stamp Right to Right
Hold
Step Left behind Right
Hold
Leap Right forward
Step Left forward
Fast Yemenite Right
Stamp Left forward
Hold
-4 Step-Hop Left back

2 2 Steps back; Right, Left
