Meas 12/16 meter Pattern 

4 meas  INTRODUCTION.  Start with Fig II  

 I. FIGURE 1 (singing) 

1  Facing diag CCW, hop on L, raising R knee up in front (ct 1); step on R (cts 2-3); 

slightly lift on R (ct &); step L fwd (ct 4); step R fwd (ct 5). 

2  Small quick steps L-R fwd and slight pliè (cts &,1); lift on R (ct 2); step L fwd (ct 3); 

step R fwd (ct 4); step L fwd (ct 5). 

3  Facing ctr, hop on L, raising R knee up in front (ct 1); step R to R (cts 2-3); step L in 

front of R (ct 4); step back R (ct 5). 

4  Repeat meas with opp ftwk and direction. 

 II. FIGURE 2 (instrumental) 

1-2  Repeat Fig I, meas 1-2. 

3  Facing ctr, hop on L, bringing R leg from behind to fwd (ct 1); step R in front of L 

(cts 2,3); step L to L (ct &); step R in front of R (ct 4); step L to L (ct 5). 

4  Step back on R next to L (ct 1); lift on R, raising L knee up in front (ct 2); step back 

on L (ct 3); step R to R, face LOD (ct 4); step L fwd (ct 5).
