Formation: Circle mixer, partners facing (men CCW, women CW).

Meas Pattern

A1 1-4 Partners set and turn single.
5-8 Partners pass right shoulders and with the next two-hand turn

once around, then turn to face original partner.

A2 1-8 Repeat A1.  (The two-hand turn is with a different person.)  All
end in original position.

B1 1-4 Partners right-hand turn.
5-8 Partners left-hand turn.

B2 1-4 Partners back-to-back
5-8 3 changes of a grand chain.  (Count current partner as #1.  End

facing #4, who is new partner.)
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
