Formation: Mixed open circle. Hands joined down at sides. Extra person in ctr
Meter: 2/4 Pattern

1-4 Introduction: Guitar chords

1. First part
The person in the middle faces a person in the circle and does the
following step (the others in the circle also do this step):
1 Touch ground with ball of R ft fwd (1) step onto R (2)
2 Do same with L ft
3 Repeat pattern of meas 1
4 Point R ft fwd (as in meas 1) with pause getting closer to prtnr
5-8 Repeat pattern of meas 1-4 beg with L ft and moving bkwd slightly
9-16 Repeat from beginning

2. Second part

1-8 The circle travels to L. (CW) with 8 walking steps and 8 skipping
steps while at same time the cpl in middle walk 8 steps CCW.
During the skipping steps, the middle cpl separates to go and face a
new cpl.
Dance repeats from beginning. At each repeat, the number of cpls in
the middle multiplies.
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
