"nigger", "lapp", or "sioux" is to other real peoples. 
Gypsy is only an accurate term to describe a fictional 
culture that never really existed outside the imagination 
of people who were never called that name.”

The group is informal and rather small, and 
like many other clubs, struggling to stay viable. We 
would love to have new members.
