This is an old, traditional dance that was introduced by Gretel and Paul
Dunsing at the 1957 College of Pacific Folk Dance Camp at Stockton, CA.
The dance gets its name from the second part of the Chorus. "Achtarrm¥m"
means "hinter herum" or "going behind," In a sense, dancers here go around

one anothar.

This is a native dance of the heather country in the North German

province of Hannover. It was taught to the Dunsings by their German friends
of the "Ringfur Heimattanz" (ring or club for homeland dances) in Hamburg.
