(slide-close, slide-close) then three running steps in
place. Repeat moving outward from center.

Repeat the whole step from the beginning.

Slap thighs with both hands. Clap own hands 1ogefher
in slow tempo. Clap partners’ hands three times in quick
tempo.

Jump and place right heel forward, place right elbow
in left hand and shake right forefinger at partner
three times. Repeat with left heel forward and shake
left forefinger.
Turn complete circle to the right with four jumps.

Face partner and stamp three times.
Repeat dance from the beginning.
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
