SIDING: Move in a small semicircle to R twd partners place with 3
rurning steps and close on Mth et. Turn and move back to
place in pame manner, starting with RF. During this action,

ARMING: Hook R elbows and turn once around with 6 running steps,
separate slightly on last 2 cts; then take L elbows and move
in opposite direction in same manner. (8 meas).

CAST OFF:From s position facing into the set, each makes a quick
turn twd partner and moves outside the set.

LEAD: Join RH with partner, standing side by side, and move
fwd

SINGLE: A short step to R side, close LF to R (1 meas)

HONOR: M bow slightly from waist, arms at sides; W curtsey,
holding skirts.

Cples in head places Join RH, lead in, change to LH making 4 turn
and lesd cut to place. Face each other and hold IH bigh in an
arch. (during this sction, cpls in side places remain inactive)

Cpls in slde places cast off and skip through nearest arch and
back to place with B skipping steps.
