Harnten (Carinthia) is a province of lakes, river valleys and moun-
talns along Austria's southern flank where it shares a common border
with 3lovenia., There 18 a significant 3lavie speaking minority in
Kirnten today, a holdover from the Empire days. The landler dance
form of upper Austria and 3tyria has also developed in this southern
province as seen in this arm figure dance from the Resental. The
Carinthians as do their Austrian countrymen in upper Austria, enjoy
ginging the four=-liners which express their rural philesophy and
their way of life.
