Formation: Two cpls facing each other, one with back to ctr, the

other facing ctr. W to R of ptr. Both M join R hands,
both W join R hands above the M hands.

Ftwk same for M and W. Beg with wt on L ft.

Pattern
INTRODUCTION.

I.

Bounce on L ft while touching R ft (tiptoe) across
in front of L (ct 1); touch R ft sdwd to R (ct 2).
Repeat for meas 2, 3.

Instead of touching sdwd R, step R beside L on ct 2.
M does a stamp.

Repeat meas 1-4 with opp ftwk.

II.

All clap hands twice.

Rejoin R hands as in original pos, all go 6 steps CW.
Repeat meas 1-4, but join L hands and turn CCW.

III. :

All clap hands twice.

M hook elbows with W of opp cpl and turn CW with
6 steps, returning to original place.

Repeat meas 1-4, but hook L elbows with ptr and

turn CCW.
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
