Note: In Finland, Russia, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland, etc., the Hungar-
ians are called "Vengri'. Thus when this dance travelled to these countries it became
known as the Vengierka, something typically Hungarian. In Hungary the dance is acsér-
dds to the melody ""Ritka Buza', an agricultural love song. Because of its widespread
popularity this dance has many variations characteristic of the various sections of Eur-
ope where the dance has lived. The general motif is the same however. One popular
version is described above and a second is described below. Two other versions appear
also in this booklet (Polka Wengierka, page 9, and Csdrdds, page 3).
