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Teacher’s Corner

Folk dance began for me at
the Camellia Festival in
Sacramento the second
weekend in March of 1961.
| was new to Sacramento,
having just gone to work
with the Department of
Justice, and a colleague
invited me to go with him to
the dance concert on
Sunday afternoon at the
Memorial Auditorium. We
were late and the first thing
| saw when we entered
was a performance of the
Ukrainian Hopak. It took my breath away, because | knew
that these were not professional dancers and that | could
do it, too.

| had been active in martial arts and was very
interested in human movement. That and the music made
me an instant convert. | joined the Dionysian Dancers and
performed with them, then joined Bruce Mitchell's
Camtia Folk Ensemble. | also studied with Wee Steuber,
one of the best teachers | ever worked with, because she
instilled in me a sense of value in folk dance.

In the late 60s, | enrolled as a junior in the Dance
Program at San Francisco State University with Anatol
Joukowsky and studied with him, receiving my BA
degree in Dance in 1969. Three years later | enrolled in
the graduate program in dance at Cal State University,
Fullerton, and taught undergraduate dance courses and a
student performing ensemble. After receiving my MA in
Dance Ethnology, | started Dunaj International Dance
Ensemble and have been the Artistic Director ever since.
| also taught ethnic dance at three universities for 15 years
until state budget cuts and theatrical-oriented faculty
eliminated such frivolous things as ethnic dance.

| became very interested in learning theory and began
to develop teaching skills by borrowing techniques from
the many superb teachers | encountered over the years.

Somewhere during all that time | came across an
article by Dr. Hugh Thurston of the University of BC. His
discourse on "choreogeography" changed my view of folk
dance from that of simple recreation to an in-depth
examination of the relationships between ethnic dance
and the cultures which created them. The burning
question became: "Why do people dance the way they
do?" I'm still asking that question and it's led me to some
very interesting places. I'm fortunate to have learned
dance from several different concepts: physical technique,
theater, recreation and ethnology.

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The Last Dance

Professor Olga Kulbitsky: 1914 — 2003

A legend in folk dancing. Her
contributions have been
many and great. Her
presence, accented by her
intelligence, with grace and
elegance, has been greatly
felt in the dance movement
for many decades.
Born in New York to two
Russian immigrants, Olga
| began her formal dance

training at the age of seven,
¥ é studying ballet under leading

ballet masters. Early on, in
addition to ballet, Olga studied ballroom dancing, tap, and
other specialized dance forms.

Later in life Olga traded in her ballet slippers for
sneakers and became an instructor in physical educa-tion.
She received her BA from Hunter College in 1935 and her
MA from Columbia University in 1937. Her specialities
were teacher education and dance history.

After Hunter College became co-educational, she
convinced her department that dance should be a
required course for male physical education majors. As a
result, these men were required to take a course in folk,
square and ballroom dancing.

Olga taught at folk dance summer schools from the
Atlantic to the Pacific. She also presented programs in folk
dance forms at professional conventions at all levels —
national, state, and local.

One of Olga’s most cherished awards was the San
Antonio College Dance Award (March 1994) in recog-
nition of her effort to preserve folk dance through docu-
mentation. She was co-author of The Contra Dance Book
(1956) and the Teachers' Dance Handbook (1959).

Olga is also known for her association with Folkraft
Records. As Folkraft's Educational Dance Consultant,
Olga supervised the publication of education dance
records and annotated more than 300 dances

After 35 years, Olga retired in 1972 as Associate
Professor at Hunter College. Even after her retirement,
Olga's interest and love of the dance never waned. When
she was buried, she took with her several of her most
cherished awards, along with a copy of her Teachers'
Dance Handbook and the Folkraft recording "Bluebird.”

Olga, you will dance in our hearts forever.

Slobodan Slovic: 1947 — 2003

Slobodan "Boban" Slovic
was a leading Serbian dance
specialist, who more than
any other dance teacher
from Serbia, helped
introduce hundreds of
Americans to authentic
village Serbian dances.

Born in the village of
Atenica near Cacak to
parents who were both good
dancers, he grew with a
strong musical tradition. He
began dancing at the age of
13, graduated from the
Upper Economic School, and went on to study folklore in
the former Yugoslavia. He danced in the ensemble "Dule
Milosavljevic Zele", where he became the artistic director.
In 1973 he established an ensemble in Gornji Milanovac
and then went on in 1975 to found the folklore section of
the Cultural-Artistic Society Abrasevic in Cacak, where he
became the Artistic Director and Choreographer, a
position he held until his untimely death. He continued
always to broaden his knowledge of folkdance and
choreography, so that today his choreographies are
danced all over the former Yugoslavia. Under his
leadership the Ensemble Abrasevic toured over much of
the world, and everywhere they were greeted with
acclaim, winning many awards in the process.

Slobodan first came to the U.S. in 1985 to teach at the
N. W. Folklife Festival in Seattle. After that he taught in the
U.S. on eight separate teaching tours, including Stockton
Folkdance Camp, San Franciso Kolo Festival and Idyllwild
Folk Dance Camp. He taught at numerous workshops,
clubs, and Serbian churches, and set choreographies for
several dance companies in this country. In 1997 he
fulfilled one of his dreams by bringing his Ensemble
Abrasevic on tour to the U.S.

Last year Slobodan was able to fulfill another dream,
which was to show American folkdancers some of the
cultural and folkloric riches of Serbia, with the founding of
the folklore tours "Folklore Treasures of Serbia", in co-
operation with Cheryl Spasojevic.

Sloban died on May 12, following complications from
bladder cancer and inrestinal blockage. He is survived by
his wife Slavica, daughter Sandra and numerous relatives
and friends. His death is a loss to the folkdance world.

THE MAGIC CARPET RESTAURANT

Several members of the Folk Dance Scene
committee met recently for lunch at the Magic Carpet,
a Yemenite and Middle Eastern restaurant. The table
was served pita bread, both plain and grilled, along
with a nice version of salsa and pickled cabbage. We
decided to order a wide variety of dishes in order to
write a comprehensive review.

We started with lentil soup, a combination of red
lentils and noodles in a nicely spiced tomato base. We
then had two combination plates, the house
combination plate had ten different salads, all highly
recommended. They included three eggplant salads
from different parts of the middle east, pickled carrots,
tabbouleh, and hummus. The family combination had
the tastiest falafel, light and not at all greasy. It also
included — ‘cigars’, crispy fried, thin dough enclosing a
beef filling, grape leaves stuffed with rice, kibbeh-
dough filled meat balls, and maragaz, slightly spicy
sausages (above).

Our one speciality of the house was Tunisian souffle,
which was not too special, but the sides we tried with it
were special - the best rice with lentils and caramelized
onion (I tried, unsuccessfully to get the recipe) and an
Israeli salad of diced lettuce, tomatoes, cucumbers,
scallions and parsley in a light vinaigrette. The one
main course we tried was grilled chicken, but we found
it a little dry, although tasty.

Most of us loved the melawach, a kind of pizza made
with thin layers of fried dough, We tried two versions,
one topped with sesame seeds and spices, and one
topped with mushrooms (top of next column).
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- o
Of course, being folk dancers, this was not quite
satisfying, so we concluded with dessert. Those having
the Yemenite coffee found it a little weak. Those having
the mint tea were quite pleased with it. All agreed that
the desserts-baklava, tiramisu and halva mousse cake
were splendid, and artistically presented with choco-
late decoration (below)! The halva mousse cake had all
the flavor of halva, and was light and creamy as well.

All'in all, the committee members recommend The
Magic Carpet, at 8566 West Pico Blvd., and | certainly
plan to go back again. Phone number is (310) 652-
